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Emptying of septic tanks:  
The municipality is collecting your receipts! 

Therefore, when emptying your septic tank, do 
not forget to ask for your receipt, in order to sub-
mit it to the Department of Territorial Planning and 
Development of the Municipality of Rawdon. 

The municipality passed a by-law (no 1011), asking citizens to 
submit their receipts for the emptying of septic tanks. 

You must empty your tank according to its use: 

* �A septic tank that is used year long (building occupied continuous-
ly or episodically) must be emptied at least once every two years. 

* �A septic tank that is used on a seasonal basis (building is 
occupied less than 180 consecutive days) must be emptied 
once every four years.

The municipality must enforce these requirements from provin-
cial regulations on disposal and wastewater treatment systems 
for isolated dwellings. (R.R.Q., c. Q-2, r.22) 

It is possible that your septic tank emptying contractor will take 
care of sending a copy of the invoice to the municipality. Just 
ask him!

Did you know that the emptying of the septic tank 
must be done regularly in order to maintain system 
efficiency? The emptying helps prevent solids and 
foams to exit the tank and block the drain field.
